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On the 2013-14 9th grade AKAA, Holly received the following results: Reading - Does Not Yet Meet, Math - Does Not Yet Meet, Writing - Does Not Yet Meet, Science - Does Not Yet Meet. Holly’s mother reports that Holly enjoys school, especially being with friends and going out into the community.                                                                 

Writing – Currently, when given a pencil and paper, Holly is not able to write her name. Using a Tablet (an iPad) and a text application, she is able to write 3 of the 10 letters in her name correctly in 5 minutes. 10th grade state standards require students to write complex analysis of substantive grade-level texts.        

Language - Currently, Holly is nonverbal and uses an application on an iPod to verbalize statements. Given an iPad with a touch-to-speak application, she can correctly identify 5 of 10 icons correctly in 5 minutes to express herself. 9th -10th grade standards require students to work interactively in a variety of conversational and discussion settings (one-on-one, small group, large groups, and teacher-led), “building on others’ ideas and expressing their own clearly and persuasively.”

Math – Currently, Holly has one-to-one correspondence of up to 100 items, can correctly identify the numerals 1 to 100 (will point to the correct numeral when the teacher says the number) with 85 percent accuracy. She sometimes will reverse double-digit numbers – pointing to “36” when the teacher calls out “63,” etc.   

Community Access – Holly is able to ride on a school bus independently, though she requires someone to secure her wheelchair in its place. She rides a public bus with an assistant, and can identify her bus stop verbally with 40% accuracy using her iPod.                                                                 

Holly is in a lifeskills room throughout the school day at her local high school, though she attends an art class in the general education curriculum two times per week. She works with same-age and typically functioning peers two class periods per day in the lifeskills room.
