The Alaska State Writer Laureate is a two-year honorary appointment recognizing the
selected writer’s contribution to the quality of life in Alaska through their written work and
other literary endeavors. The role of the Laureate is to promote the literary arts and
artists of Alaska. In fulfilling this purpose, each Laureate determines, in consultation with
ASCA, a project to complete over the course of their appointment.

Nominations are solicited by the Alaska State Council on the Arts on a biennial basis.
The Alaska State Writer Laureate is selected by the Alaska State Council on the Arts’
Literary Arts Advisory Committee and approved by the Council and the Governor. The
Alaska State Writer Laureate is recognized through a proclamation by the Legislature.

The next State Writer Laureate will be announced at the Governor’'s Awards for the Arts
and Humanities to be held at the Juneau Arts and Culture Center in Juneau on
Thursday, January 29, 2015.
