The McKinney-Vento Act guarantees a free, appropriate public education for all homeless children and youth by removing barriers to their enrollment and attendance in school and supporting their educational success.
[bookmark: _Toc231615071][bookmark: _Toc231634715][bookmark: Goals]Goals of the Act
1. Provide immediate enrollment of homeless children who are not already enrolled. This includes reviewing and revising any laws, regulations, practices, or policies that may act as barriers to the enrollment, attendance, or success of homeless children and youth.
2. Provide school stability for students experiencing homelessness by allowing them to remain in their school of origin when this is in the child’s or youth’s best interest and providing transportation to and from the student's school of origin at the parent’s/guardian’s or unaccompanied youth’s request.
3. Promote school (or GED) success and completion for homeless students.
4. Support collaboration between school districts and social service agencies serving homeless students.
5. Ensure that homeless students have equal access to the same free, appropriate public education, including a public preschool education, as provided to other children and youth.
6. Ensure that homeless students are provided services in such a way that they are not isolated or stigmatized.
7. Provide opportunities for parent involvement in enrollment decisions.

Services may be provided through programs on school grounds or at other facilities (e.g., shelters and nonprofit community social service centers). Where services are provided through programs on school grounds, such services also may be made available to children or youth who are determined by the local educational agency to be at risk of failing or dropping out of school, except that priority for such services shall be given to homeless children and homeless youth. 
To the maximum extent practical, services shall be provided through programs and mechanisms that integrate children and youth experiencing homelessness with their housed peers. Activities undertaken must not isolate or stigmatize homeless children and youth. Services provided under this program are not intended to replace the regular academic program. Funds from this grant can be used to supplement existing services, but they cannot be used to supplant services which the school district has been providing through other means. 
Collaboration and coordination with other local and state agencies that serve homeless children and youth is required.

All Alaska school districts (local education agencies or LEAs) that reported 50 or more enrolled homeless students in the 2018-2019 school year are eligible. Districts may subcontract with other agencies; however, the local school district assumes responsibility for setting program goals and monitoring program accomplishments. The district will serve in the capacity of fiscal agent.

1. Source: U.S. Department of Education, through the McKinney-Vento Homeless Education Assistance Improvements Act of 2001 (Title IX, Part A of the Every Student Succeeds Act).
2. Amount Available: Awards will be dependent on receipt of the federal grant funds. DEED expects to award approximately $230,000 in McKinney-Vento funds for the FY2021 school year with similar amounts expected to be awarded for the following two years. 
3. Size of Grants: Based on established need, grants are expected to be in the following ranges:
· Tier 1: 50-300 homeless students proposed to serve: grants range up to $20,000 per year.
· Tier 2: 301-700 homeless students proposed to serve: grants range up to $35,000 per year.
· Tier 3: More than 700 homeless students proposed to serve: grants range up to $60,000 per year.
4. Grant Period: July 1, 2020 or date of grant award to June 30, 2023; adjustment may be necessary based on reauthorization of the Elementary and Secondary Education Act.
[bookmark: _Toc231615076]Conditions of Grant Award
· Authority for the administration of this grant is the McKinney-Vento Homeless Program. In Alaska, the State Department of Education & Early Development has been authorized to receive and distribute the federal funds appropriated for this program. Program provision shall be governed in all respects by the authorizing statute and the laws of the State of Alaska, the General Education Provisions Act (GEPA), and the Education Department General Administrative Regulations (EDGAR).
· Submittal of an application will show the applicant’s acceptance of all of the terms and conditions contained in this Request For Application (RFA). The contents of the application will become contractually binding if a grant is awarded. Failure of the successful applicant to accept these obligations may result in cancellation of the award. Upon opening, all submittals become the property of the Alaska Department of Education & Early Development, and are open to public inspection at all reasonable times. The department reserves the right to reject any and all applications should it be deemed by the department to be in its best interest to do so. Applicants can appeal the department’s decision through the established State Appeal Process. See Appeals Process below (Section H, page 3).
· Awards will be based on the identified needs of the children and youth served by the applying school district and on the quality of the application.
· All funds will be awarded according to the conditions of this Request for Application (RFA).
· The authorized representative for each applying LEA must sign the Cover Sheet & Assurances Page (page 9) included with this application packet. This representative must have the authority to ensure that the local education agency making the application will fulfill all statutory and regulatory requirements for audit and monitoring purposes (usually the ranking administrator).
· A representative for each grant recipient will be required to submit an annual report due June 30 of each year of the project period. The Annual Report will be used for reporting purposes. (See Form #05-20-045 on the DEED Forms webpage (education.alaska.gov/forms) for the 2019-2020 McKinney-Vento Data Collection and Evaluation for an example.)
· All grant programs must maintain current programmatic and fiscal records and make them available during monitoring visits. All grant programs must maintain fiscal and program records for a minimum of five years.
· It is expected that projects will run September through June, but summer programs are allowable. All grant funds must be encumbered no later than September 30 of each year in the three-year grant period.
· A meeting between school district program coordinators and local service providers who will be collaborating in the implementation of grant activities is required with the purpose of discussing the focus of grant activities, identifying means of future communication and collaboration, and ensuring commitment by all participants to the program outlined in the grant proposal. Documentation is required and may include minutes of the meeting with a listing of attendees and their affiliations.

All federal funds for McKinney-Vento Homeless Program grants must be assigned to individual accounts that can be readily identified and verified.
All payments will be made on a reimbursement basis for expenditures incurred by the grantee. Reimbursement requests must be submitted to the department at least quarterly and be listed on a form 165a (supplied by the Department of Education & Early Development) and a computer printout indicating the date of obligation, vendor name, accounting object code, and exact amount of the transaction. Form 165b may be used for reporting transactions instead of computer printouts. The final payment will not be made until after the grant activity has been concluded and the required end-of-year report has been submitted to the department. Expenditures in excess of approved budget amounts will be the responsibility of the grantee.
Eligible expenditures will ordinarily be limited to those directly necessary and essential to the accomplishment of the proposed grant activity. These will customarily include personnel salaries, benefits, consultant fees, materials and supplies, travel, telephone and postage. Indirect expenses may be charged to the grant provided the applicant has a federally approved indirect cost rate. The eligibility of any disputed item shall be determined by the State Department of Education & Early Development, and the sponsoring school district or agency shall be responsible for any disputed expenditure. Changes in budgets for approved grant applications shall be conditional on written approval from the department.
The authorization to encumber grant monies will expire at the scheduled conclusion of the approved grant. The final financial statement should be submitted not later than 60 days after the grant expiration date.
School district grantees are responsible for ensuring that audit and accounting procedures are in compliance with OMB Circular A128, nonprofit agencies must ensure that audit and accounting procedures are in compliance with OMB Circular A133.

The following are costs not allowed under USDOE fiscal regulations and/or authorizing legislation: Bad debts, contingencies, contributions and donations, entertainment costs, fines and penalties, interest and other financial costs, expenses of local governmental bodies such as school boards and city councils, undercover of costs under grant agreements, application preparation costs, and/or capital expenditures.
Items that may be considered to be educational incentives for students or staff are assumed to be extraneous to the conduct of a federally funded program.

The Alaska Department of Education & Early Development retains the right to establish the following procedures for sub-contracting within a project resulting from this RFA.
1. The grantee may sub-contract for services up to $5,000 without prior approval from the DEED Program Manager.
2. Before sub-contracting for services of $5,000 or more the grantee must receive written approval from the DEED Program Manager.
3. Sub-contracts of $5,000 or more must be in written form and a copy sent to the DEED Program Manager for placement in the RSA/Grant file.

The Department of Education & Early Development reserves the right to cancel any grant awarded as a result of the RFA for any of the following reasons:
1. if the grantee demonstrates fiscal irresponsibility;
2. if the grantee fails to perform in accordance with the conditions of this RFA;
3. if the grantee fails to perform in accordance with the application and any negotiated modifications;
4. if the state no longer has funds available for the project resulting from this RFA; and,
5. if the grantee included misleading or faulty information in the application.

1. All project funds must be spent according to the approved application in the proposed time frame; any discrepancies from the approved application must be requested in a budget amendment before the expenditure and included in the annual report.
2. Successful applicants will be eligible for continuation of funding through FY23. The department reserves flexibility to negotiate continuing grant awards based on funding availability and progress of the grant.
3. In awarding the grant, the state expects the grantees to conduct all activities and evaluation measures as written or negotiated in the approved grant application. Failure to provide the requested performance reports; report and evaluate on all activities as proposed; and implement the grant as written could result in the loss of funding. Any changes to the original funded application must receive prior approval by the grant.
4. The state reserves the rights to withhold funding, release funding, or terminate funding if the application is not meeting program reporting requirements, performance goals and measures. This includes access to carry over (unexpended funds at the end of the fiscal year) funds. After it has been awarded, the Alaska Department of Education & Early Development may terminate a grant by giving the grantee written notice of termination. In the event of termination after award, the Alaska Department of Education & Early Development shall reimburse the grantee of approved grant expenses incurred up to the notification of termination. This grant is subject to federal appropriations and may be reduced or terminated based on federal appropriated funds in any given fiscal year.
5. It is expected that grant recipients will follow reimbursement procedures and respond to all grant requirements in a timely fashion.
6. The grant may include both Primary Activities (direct educational services in the form of tutoring and teaching) and Related Activities. Appendix A lists examples of measurable outcomes derived from the authorized activities of LEA grants, under Section 723(d).

8. Provision of services and assistance to attract, engage, and retain homeless children and youth and unaccompanied youth in public school programs.
9. The payment of fees and other costs associated with tracking, obtaining, and transferring records necessary to enroll homeless children and youth.
10. Provision of education and training to parents of homeless students about educational rights and resources that are available.
11. Coordination between schools and service agencies.
12. Provision of pupil services (including violence prevention counseling) and referrals for such services.
13. Addressing needs of homeless children and youth arising from domestic violence.
14. Adaptation of space, purchase of supplies for non-school facilities.
15. School supplies for distribution at shelters and temporary housing facilities.
16. Extraordinary or emergency assistance to enable homeless children to attend school.

All grants will be read by a panel of reviewers composed of DEED staff. Applications will be scored independently using the scoring form and scoring guide (See Appendix E – Criteria for Review & Scoring Guide, page 38). Reviewers may then conference to clarify the accuracy of reviewers’ understanding. Each reviewer will assign a rating to each subpart published in the evaluation criteria/scoring guide. The entire range of scores, including zero, may be used by the reviewer for each subpart. The entire range of scores, including 0, may be used by the review for each subpart. The reviewers’ total scores will be averaged to determine the order by which applications will be considered for funding. The panel of reviewers will forward its recommendations for grant awards to the Commissioner based on the highest average scoring applications(s).
Review panelists will be asked for recommendations for improving the project and commenting on the feasibility of the budget. These comments may form the basis for adjustments negotiated to the project prior to issuance of the grant award.

(iii.)	for the remainder of the academic year, if the child or youth becomes permanently housed during an academic year; or
(iv.)	enroll the child or youth in any public school that non-homeless students who live in the attendance area in which the child or youth is actually living are eligible to attend.
(B) SCHOOL STABILITY – In determining the best interest of the child or youth under subparagraph (A), the local educational agency shall –
(i.)	presume that, keep keeping the child or youth in the school of origin is in the child’s or youth’s best interest, except when doing so is contrary to the request of the child’s or youth’s parent or guardian, or (in the case of an unaccompanied youth) the youth;
(ii.)	consider student-centered factors related to the child’s or youth’s best interest, including factors related to the impact of mobility on achievement, education, health, and safety of homeless children and youth, giving priority to the request of the child’s or youth’s parent or guardian or (in the case of an unaccompanied youth) the youth; 
(iii.) 	if, after conducting the best interest determination based on consideration of the presumption in clause (i) and the student-centered factors in clause (ii), the local educational agency determines that it is not in the child’s or youth’s best interest to attend the school of origin or the school requested by the parent or guardian, or (in the case of an unaccompanied youth) the youth, provide the  child's or youth's parent or guardian or the unaccompanied youth with a written explanation of the  reasons for its determination, in a manner and form understandable to such parent, guardian, or  unaccompanied youth, including information regarding the right to appeal under subparagraph (E); and
(iv) 	in the case of an unaccompanied youth, ensure that the local educational agency liaison designated under paragraph (1)(J)(ii) assists in placement or enrollment decisions under this subparagraph, gives priority to the views of such unaccompanied youth, and provides notice to such youth of the right to appeal under subparagraph (E).
(C)	IMMEDIATE ENROLLMENT –
	(i) 	IN GENERAL-- The school selected in accordance with this paragraph shall immediately enroll the homeless child or youth, even if the child or youth— 
	(I)	 is unable to produce records normally required for enrollment, such as previous academic records, records of immunization and other required health records, proof of residency, or other documentation; or
	(II)	has missed application or enrollment deadlines during any period of homelessness.
(ii.)	RELEVANT ACADEMIC RECORDS.—The enrolling school shall immediately contact the school last attended by the child or youth to obtain relevant academic and other records.
(iii.)	RELEVANT HEALTH RECORDS.—If the child or youth needs to obtain immunizations, or  other required health records, the enrolling school shall immediately refer the parent or guardian of the child or youth, or(in the case of an unaccompanied youth) the youth,  to the local educational agency liaison designated under paragraph (1)(J)(ii), who shall assist in obtaining necessary immunizations or screenings, or immunization or other required health records, in accordance with subparagraph (D).
(D)	RECORDS – Any record ordinarily kept by the school, including immunization or other required health records, academic records, birth certificates, guardianship records, and evaluations for special services or programs, regarding each homeless child or youth shall be maintained –
(i.)	so that the records involved are available, in a timely fashion, when a child or youth enters a new school or school district; and
(ii.)	in a manner consistent with section 444 of the General Education Provisions Act (20 U.S.C. 1232g).
(E)	ENROLLMENT DISPUTES – If a dispute arises over eligibility, or school selection or enrollment in a school-
(i.)	the child or youth shall be immediately enrolled in the school in which enrollment is sought, pending final resolution of the dispute, including all available appeals;
(ii.)	the parent or guardian of the child or youth or (in the case of an unaccompanied youth) the youth shall be provided with a written explanation of any decision related to school selection or enrollment, made by the school, the local educational agency, or the State educational agency involved, including the rights of the parent, guardian, or unaccompanied youth to appeal such decisions;
(iii.)	the parent, guardian or unaccompanied youth shall be referred to the local educational agency liaison designated under paragraph (1)(J)(ii), who shall carry out the dispute resolution process as described in paragraph (1)(C) as expeditiously as possible after receiving notice of the dispute; and
(iv.)	in the case of an unaccompanied youth, liaison shall ensure that the youth is immediately enrolled in the school in which the youth seeks enrollment pending resolution of such dispute.
(F)	PLACEMENT CHOICE – The choice regarding placement shall be made regardless of whether the child or youth lives with the homeless parents or has temporarily placed elsewhere.
(G)	PRIVACY.—Information about a homeless child’s or youth’s living situation shall be treated as a student education record, and shall not be deemed to be directory information, under section 444 of the General Education Provisions Act (20 U.S.C. 1232g).
(H)	CONTACT INFORMATION – Nothing in this subtitle shall prohibit a local educational agency from requiring a parent or guardian of a homeless child or youth to submit contact information.
(I) SCHOOL OF ORIGIN DEFINED- In this paragraph:	
	(i) IN GENERAL.—The term `school of origin' means the school that a child or youth attended when permanently housed or the school in which the child or youth was last enrolled, including a preschool.
	(ii) RECEIVING SCHOOL.—When the child or youth completes the final grade level served by the school of origin, as described in clause (i), the term “school of origin” shall include the designated receiving school at the next grade level for all feeder schools.
(4)	COMPARABLE SERVICES – Each homeless child or youth to be assisted under this subtitle shall be provided services comparable to services offered to other students in the school selected under paragraph (3), including the following
(A)	Transportation services.
(B)	Educational services for which the child or youth meets the eligibility criteria, such as services provided under title I of the Elementary and Secondary Education Act of 1965 (20 U.S.C. 6301 et seq.) or similar state or local programs, educational programs for children with disabilities, and educational programs for English  learners.
(C)	Programs in career and technical education.
(D)	Programs for gifted and talented students.
(E)	School nutrition programs.
(5) COORDINATION-
(A)	IN GENERAL- Each local educational agency serving homeless children and youths that receives assistance under this subtitle shall coordinate—
(i.)	the provision of services under this subtitle with local social services agencies and other agencies or entities providing services to homeless children and youths and their families, including services and programs funded under the Runaway and Homeless Youth Act (42 U.S.C. 5701 et seq.); and
(ii.)	transportation, transfer of school records, and other interdistrict activities, with other local educational agencies.
(B)	HOUSING ASSISTANCE- If applicable, each state educational agency and local educational agency that receives assistance under this subtitle shall coordinate with state and local housing agencies responsible for developing the comprehensive housing affordability strategy described in section 105 of the Cranston-Gonzalez National Affordable Housing Act (42 U.S.C. 12705) to minimize educational disruption for children and youths who become homeless.
(C)	COORDINATION PURPOSE- The coordination required under subparagraphs (A) and (B) shall be designed to—
(i.)	ensure that homeless children and are promptly identified; and
(ii.)	ensure that all homeless children and youths have access to, and are in reasonable proximity to available education and related support services
(iii.)	raise the awareness of school personnel and service providers of the effects of short-terms stays in a shelter and other challenges associated with homelessness
(D)  HOMELESS CHILDREN AND YOUTHS WITH DISABILITIES.—For children and
youths who are to be assisted both under this subtitle, and under the Individuals with Disabilities
Education Act (20 U.S.C. 1400 et seq.) or section 504 of the Rehabilitation Act of 1973 (29 U.S.C.
794), each local educational agency shall coordinate the provision of services under this subtitle with the provision of programs for children with disabilities served by that local educational agency and other involved local educational agencies.
(6)	LOCAL EDUCATIONAL AGENCY LIAISON-
(A) DUTIES- Each local educational agency liaison for homeless children and youths, designated under paragraph (1)(J)(ii), shall ensure that—
(i.)	homeless children and youths are identified by school personnel and through outreach and  coordination activities with other entities and agencies;
(ii.)	homeless children and youths are enrolled in, and have a full and equal opportunity to succeed in, schools of that local educational agency;
(iii.)	homeless families, and homeless children, and youths have access to and receive educational services for which such families, children, and youths are eligible, including services through Head Start programs (including Early Head Start programs) under the Head Start Act (42 U.S.C 9831 et seq.), early intervention services under part C of the Individuals with Disabilities Education Act (d0 U.S.C. 1431 et seq.), and other preschool programs administered by the local educational agency;
(iv.)	homeless families and homeless children and youths receive referrals to health care services, dental services, mental health and substance abuse services, housing services and other appropriate services; 
(v.)	the parents or guardians of homeless children and youths are informed of the educational and related opportunities available to their children and are provided with meaningful opportunities to participate in the education of their children;
(vi.)	public notice of the educational rights of homeless children and youths is disseminated in locations frequented by parents or guardians of such children and youths, and unaccompanied youths, including; schools, shelters, public libraries and soup kitchens in a manner and form understandable to the parents and guardians of homeless children and youths, and unaccompanied youths;
(vii.)	enrollment disputes are mediated in accordance with paragraph (3)(E); 
(viii.)	the parent or guardian of a homeless child or youth, and any unaccompanied youth, is fully informed of all transportation services, including transportation to the school of origin, as described in paragraph (1)(J)(iii), and is assisted in accessing transportation to the school that is selected under paragraph (3)(A).
(ix)	school personnel providing services under this subtitle receive professional development and other support; and
(x)	unaccompanied youths—
	(I)	are enrolled in school;
	(II)	have opportunities to meet the same challenging State academic standards as the State establishes for other children and youth, including through implementation of the procedures under paragraph (1)(F)(ii); and
	(III)	are informed of their status as independent students under section 480 of the Higher Education Act of 1965 (20 U.S.C. 1087vv) and that the youths may obtain assistance from the local educational agency liaison to receive verification of such status for purposes of the Free Application for Federal Student Aid described in section 483 of such Act (20 U.S.C. 1090).


(B)	NOTICE- State coordinators established under subsection (d)(3) and local educational agencies shall inform school personnel, service providers, advocates working with homeless families, parents and guardians of homeless children and youths, and homeless children and youths of the duties of the local educational agency liaisons , and publish an annually updated list of the liaisons on the State educational agency’s website..
(C)	LOCAL AND STATE COORDINATION- Local educational agency liaisons for homeless children and youths shall, as a part of their duties, coordinate and collaborate with state coordinators and community and school personnel responsible for the provision of education and related services to homeless children and youths. Such coordination shall include collecting and providing to the State Coordinator the reliable, valid, and comprehensive data needed to meet the requirements of paragraphs (1) and (3) of subsection (f).
(D) HOMELESS STATUS.—A local educational agency liaison designated under paragraph (1)(J)(ii) who receives training described in subsection (f)(6) may affirm, without further agency action by the Department of Housing and Urban Development, that a child or youth who is eligible for and participating in a program provided by the local educational agency, or the immediate family of such a child or youth, who meets the eligibility requirements
(7)	REVIEW AND REVISIONS-
(A)	IN GENERAL- Each state educational agency and local educational agency that receives assistance under this subtitle shall review and revise any policies that may act as barriers to the identification of homeless children and youths or the enrollment of homeless children and youths in schools that are selected under paragraph (3).
(B)	CONSIDERATION- In reviewing and revising such policies, consideration shall be given to issues concerning transportation, immunization, residency, birth certificates, school records and other documentation, and guardianship.
(C)	SPECIAL ATTENTION- Special attention shall be given to ensuring the identification, enrollment, and attendance of homeless children and youths who are not currently attending school.
