From Taking a College or Career Readiness Assessment
Due to Late Arrival into the Alaska Public School System


	State of Alaska regulation 4 AAC 06.721 allows students to request a waiver from participating in the college and career readiness assessments (CCRA) if the student arrives late into the Alaska public school system. The student must submit a waiver request to the local school board for consideration. A student who receives a waiver from taking a CCRA must meet all other state and school district requirements for graduation in order to receive a high school diploma. If the student does not meet all the school district requirements within the year of intended graduation (i.e., by June 30), the waiver expires and the student is no longer eligible.
