1. To calculate the FTE, in each job category, sum the percentage of time that staff were funded by the MEP and enter the total FTE for that category.
2. Calculate the FTE using the number of days worked. To do so, first define how many full-time days constitute one FTE for each job classification in your district for each term. Let one regular-term FTE equal 180 full-time (8 hour) work days; one summer term FTE equals 15 full-time work days.
