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Overview
Summary
The Alaska Migrant Education Program is transitioning to a web based system for migrant recruiting. Historically, recruiters fill out a paper or PDF version Certificate of Eligibility (COE) and then the records manager would manually enter the data from the COE into MIS2000. The new web based system will allow migrant recruiters to fill out COEs through a secure website and then submit them to the records manager. Through the submission process, the recruiter’s COEs are populated into MIS2000. This streamlines the recruiting process and alleviates the burden to the records manager having to manually input the COEs. 
Purpose
The Alaska Migrant Education Data Quality Grant is a supplemental migrant education grant awarded to districts who choose to participate.  The goal of this supplemental grant is to support districts in transitioning to the above described web based recruiting system and to assist districts with improving the data quality input into MIS2000.  
Eligible Districts
Alaska School Districts that accept Title I, Part C funds. 
Funding
Grants will be awarded based on need and availability of funds. Anticipate no more than 3 computers at $700 each will be available to each district. 
Use of Funds
The Alaska Migrant Education Data Quality Grant is a separate grant from your migrant allocation. 
· Allowable expenses: computers solely used to recruit migrant students and complete required data collections for the Migrant Education Program
· Unallowable expenses: personnel, travel, student services, and non-migrant program computers
Note:
· Records Manager computers that house the migrant database, MIS2000, must be Windows based or run parallels with Windows in order operate MIS2000
· Title I-C Consolidating districts MUST use their Data Quality Funds for purchasing computers that will only be used for data quality in the Migrant Education Program 
Funding Period 
The department will award data quality grants one time with no continuation beyond the grant period. 
· The grant period will be January 1, 2017 – June 30, 2017
Application Submission
Submit the application electronically as an email attachment in PDF format or MS Word. Electronic applications (method preferred) are due by 4:00 pm, Alaska Daylight Time, on November 30, 2016. Send an email with attached application and a program budget and narrative for the award period to sarah.emmal@alaska.gov.
Final Report
Applicants will be responsible for completing a final report, which will be due to the department no later than May 30, 2017. In the final report, the district will be responsible for reporting the number and types of computers ordered. Additionally, they will evaluate how the computers improved the data quality for the migrant program in their district. This report will be supplied to the grantee and will be available on the department web site.
