1. USDA Policy Memo CACFP 02-2011 Effects of Busing on Area Eligibility in the CACFP, the SFSP, and the Afterschool Snack and the Seamless Summer Option served through the NSLP

This memorandum supersedes the May 20, 2003, version of the policy memo.  In addition to programs originally provided for under this guidance, this memorandum adds the Seamless Summer Option to this policy.  This memorandum affects At-Risk Afterschool Programs under CACFP.  In situations where public schools routinely bus children from their neighborhood school to other schools, site eligibility can be based on school data using one of two methods, described in the memorandum.
2. USDA Policy Memo CACFP 04-2011 Nationwide Expansion of At-Risk Afterschool Meals in the Child and Adult Care Food Program

This memorandum discusses the extension of eligibility for at-risk afterschool meal reimbursement to all States participating in CACFP.  Previously, reimbursement for at-risk afterschool snacks was available in all states; however, only 14 designated states were allowed to reimburse for meals. Now Alaska programs that are participating in the at-risk afterschool care component of CACFP are eligible to claim reimbursement at the free rate for up to one snack and one meal served to each eligible participant per day.

The State of Alaska is presently working on database updates to include the additional meal within the at-risk category.  If programs are interested in adding an at-risk meal component or changing their at-risk snack to an at-risk meal, please contact Ann-Marie Martin or Hannah Barril to update your site information.
