An application must be completed for each child or the RCCI may use an eligibility documentation sheet for all children residing in the RCCI. The documentation sheet must provide information indicating the child’s name and personal income received by the child. 
Children attending but not residing in an RCCI are considered members of their household and their eligibility is determined using a household application or through direct certification.

The income a child earns from full-time or regular part-time employment and/or personally receives while residence at the RCCI is the only considered income.
