The At-Risk Afterschool Meals program is available to public entities, including school districts, private non-profit organizations, and for-profit centers if the program is:


· located in a low-income area 

· have regularly scheduled educational or enrichment activities 

· available to school age children and youth through age 18 

· open to all (Athletic teams and scholastic clubs that limit membership based on ability or other requirements are not eligible)

· free to children 

At-Risk Afterschool Meals programs may be reimbursed for one afterschool snack and/or one afterschool supper per child per day.  Snacks and suppers must be served after school, except on weekends and holidays, when snacks or other meal may be served at any time of the day.  Programs are reimbursed for a maximum of one snack and/or one meal per child per day during the regular school year.
