3. Visit and Monitoring reminder

Sponsors are required to perform site visits and site reviews at various times throughout program
operations. These reviews are an important part of the sponsor’s responsibility to ensure the integrity of

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the Program. Site visits and reviews are defined as:

* Site Visits:

Requires monitor to ensure that the food service is operating smoothly and that any apparent problems are
immediately resolved.

* Site Reviews:

Requires monitor to determine if the site is meeting all the various Program requirements. Monitors must
observe a complete meal service from beginning to end, including delivery or preparation of meals, the
meal service, and clean up after meals.

Sponsors must conduct a review of the food service at least once in the first four weeks of Program
operations. If a site operates less than four weeks, the sponsor must still conduct a review. A monitor must
observe delivery or preparation of meals, service of meals, children eating the meals; clean up after meals,
and completion of site meal count paperwork. During each review the monitor should discuss any
concerns or problems with the site supervisor and other site staff. The monitor must also document
everything on the site visit/review form, including technical assistance and training provided.

Follow-up Visits
Sponsors must conduct follow-up visits for any serious deficiencies that were identified during a site visit

or review to ensure that permanent corrective action has been implemented

and the required timeline for the visits and reviews.
