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Screening: 
Valid and reliable screenings assist the school to establish an initial indication of all students.  It reveals which students are learning the skills necessary through the teachings of the core curriculum. Students who pass the “screening” are learning the pre-requisite skills necessary to advance to the next level of education. A screening will allow the schools to learn what students are at-risk or may be in need of additional instruction to meet the pre-requisite skills needed to advance. It will assist the school/teachers in determining areas of their curriculum that may need some adjustments or restructured. 

Assessment: 
· A formative assessment is to monitor student learning to provide ongoing feedback that can be used by instructors to improve their teaching and by students to improve their learning by comparing it against some standard or benchmark.
· The goal of summative assessment is to evaluate student learning at the end of an instructional unit by comparing it against some standard or benchmark. Summative assessments are often high stakes, which means that they have a high point value.	

Diagnostic Test: 
Specially trained professionals conduct a diagnostic test with appropriate releases from the parent/guardian. A diagnostic assessment is conducted on a student-specific basis to learn more in depth what may be causing skill deficits. The diagnostic assessment may be done in a multi-disciplinary format utilizing diagnostic information from various people in the student’s life. Results of a diagnostic assessment will be individualized to target areas of need identified.

Progress Monitoring: 
Progress monitoring is a scientifically based practice that is used to assess students' academic performance and evaluate the effectiveness of instruction. Progress monitoring can be implemented with individual students or an entire class.
